Dear prolife friends,


We want to invite you to plant a garden… the garden of all the “flowers” torn by abortion: the Garden of the Absent. On the 11-M we had our own share of terror and bloodshed in Madrid. The victims of that terrorist act died much the same as the victims of abortion: torn to pieces and burned in the trains. The number was also more or less the same as the number of daily abortions in Spain: 200. It’s a strange “coincidence” that the number of victims of the 11-S was also similar to the amount of abortions per day in the US. The Mayor of Madrid honoured the victims of the 11-M by planting a forest with 200 trees. The Forest of the Absent, he called it. That day the seed of this Garden was also planted. The victims of abortion deserve no less that any other victims of terror: their own garden.


On the 20th November, the whole world celebrates the anniversary of the Universal Declaration of Children’s Rights: International Children’s Day. On that day we are going to launch the campaign THE GARDEN OF THE ABSENT in several cities of Spain, to ask the Mayors to grant us a plot of land to plant a Garden of one million white flowers! In memory of the victims of the other 11-M in Spain: abortion.


This campaign is also a call to the collateral victims of abortion: the abortionists. Women and men by the thousands are suffering silently the aftermath of abortion in its many forms: the Post-abortion Syndrome. By this Garden we want to give them the chance to do something to make up for their “mistake”, to honour their child and begin a path of inner healing through the Post-abortion Therapy we are offering in Spain: Rachel’s Vineyard. We have created a web site in connection with Silent No More called www.nomassilencio.com, where we are translating into Spanish the international studies published by the Elliot Institute and offering PAS therapy. 

It is also a call to public authorities to acknowledge and make up for their responsibility in this holocaust, by allowing the planting of this Garden. Moreover, it is a call to society as a whole to assume responsibility for this daily terrorist act it is condoning, and to change to a culture of life. And finally, it is also a call to the Church, to do all that is necessary to stop this apocalyptical crime, and to declare the victims of abortion “Companions of the Holy Innocents”. This is a private devotion of which there is a prayer card called A GREAT PRAYER FOR LIFE which we have posted on our web site of www.unidosporlavida.org (Jardin de los Ausentes) and we can send it to you in English. As you will see, we also have THE GARDEN OF THE ABSENT in English on our web site.


We are convinced that if society could see the extension of the massacre, it would reconsider its position regarding abortion, and that if we gave a hand to all the victims of the Post-Abortion Syndrome, they would be the first to fight abortion. Now, the strength of this campaign is UNITY. In a global world, this kind of battle must also be global if it is to succeed. That’s why we are making this call to all of you all over the world, because without our unity, abortion will never be vanquished. That is our charisma: UNITED FOR LIFE (UNIDOS POR LA VIDA). In Spain we won our first battle by stopping a law for free abortion in Spain in September1998. Thanks to that victory of the unity of many thousands of Spaniards, abortion is still a crime in Spain, although the law is not enforced and there is a 98% of fraud. We had over 80.000 abortions last year and still growing.
